. BACKGROUND

Jockey Club HSBC WWF Hong Kong Hoi Ha Marine Life Centre (MLC) was officially opened in 2008 in Hoi Ha
Wan Marine Park. It is one of the Hong Kong's first designated Marine Parks in Hong Kong in 1996. It is
recognized as a unique site due to its rich diversity of marine life. The establishment of MLC provides access
to the priceless marine resource for enjoyment and education.

II. THE PROGRAMME

WWF has developed the MARINE EDUCATION PROGRAMME
(Community Group) for community centres, uniform groups and
students from tertiary institutes. Through a half-day hands-on
experience, participants will be able to explore the coastal
environment and marine life in Hoi Ha Wan Marine Park.

With various marine themed activities provided, person-in-charge
could choose according to the needs of the group. Person-in-charge
could choose either Programme A with choices of activities to select
OR Programme B with a series of activities that make up a fish’s
story. “Training mode” could be selected for leaders of uniform groups/
environmental ambassadors to learn more about nature interpretation
and activities leading skills.
